The (Zoom) meeting was called to order by Sharon Justice. Those present were President Kevin Wier, Treasurer Iain Cox, Secretary Barbara Gaston; Board member Mary Jane Wier; and member Tomas Rodriguez.


Minutes of the last board meeting were approved as read (Iain Cox and Sharon Justice.) The Treasurer’s report presented by Iain Cox was approved (Kevin Wier and Sharon Justice.) Iain and Sharon reported that NSCNA has 63 members.
